PROGRAM MODIFICATION/ADDING OR DROPPING COURSES

All students are expected to make routine schedule changes prior to the opening of school
in August. Freshman schedules are mailed out during summer ress along with scheduled

Upperclassmen will
make changes before the end of school in June.

1. All students must be in seven (7) class periods each semester.

Alternative Education Center (ISS)
TheAlternative Education Center @8chool Suspension) is part of the behavioral
management system at BFA. The center deals with students whose behavior puts them at
risk of failure. Assignment to the AEC is not intended as punishment, but as a
consequencetmisbehavior, with the goal of returning the student as quickly as possible
to the classroom. The AEC is supervised by a trained coordinator who assists the student
in processing the behavior that led to his or her removal from class and who assists that
student in developing a plan for successful return to class.

The Mathematics Department has developed a curriculum that is ei$ogmeet the needs of

every student at BFA. We offer courses so that each student can take courses that are appropriate
for his or her mathematical development. The courses are carefully sequenced to provide
reinforcement of previously learned concegtsl sequential development of new material. Each
course has prerequisites that are designed to ensure that every student will have a high probability
of success.

The Mathematics Department also recognizes that appropriate study skills are important to
academic success. Therefore, each student will be required to maintain a comprehensive
notebook, according to the specifications of the teacher. Regular attendance, participation in
class, and completion of daily assignments will also be considered minegumements.

This courg is designed to introduce students to several broad topics in
Science.Areas covered include geological, meteorological, and universe
change over time, matter and energy, scientific inquiry, and human impe
earth. An emphasis will be placed loow everything in the earth and the
universe changes, but nothing goes away. Many different instructional
approaches will be used including student projects, and ‘mani@boratory
work. Minimal math skills are required.

In Earth Science students use observations of the physical world arounc
to draw conclusions about the Earth and its environment in terms of the
systems and processes that characterize tivsyor themes include
geological, meteorological, and universal change over time, matter and
energy, scientific inquiry, and human impact on earth. Topics within the
themegmay include, but are not limited,tweather and climate, geochemic
cycles, rocks, minerals, soil snige and erosional forces, the origin of the
universe, astronomy, plate tectonics, and geologic tifirese Earth Scienci
themes incorporate mathematical concepts of measurement and scale,
physical science concepts of atomic structure and chemicéibregdhe
physical science concepts of forces and motion, the properties and
composition of matter, and energy sources and transformations.

Science in Society is open to all grade levels with nceprgsites. The clas
will focus on current issues in science that affect Vermont and the world
projectbased class will be taught in a research and debate method, ar
students to develop scientific thought and questioning. Topics may in
naural resource management, global warming, alternative and susta
energy sources, as well as, the ethics of scientists, constitutional

biotechnology, ethics, forensics, history of agriculture, special relativity, sc
in literature. The iterdisciplinary approach will integrate science concepts
history with societal development and its future. Topics will span all sci
disciplines as well as history, language arts, social science and mathem

This course is taught using the inquiry process while investigating Scie

Additional Admissions Information

In the first year of the program, priority placement will be given to juniors first, sophomores
second, and seniors third. If a program fills, students will be placed omaiting list and will be
accepted on a space available basis prior to the start of the academic school year.

Students must be 16 years old upon admission or have antlrade standing. A student who
is in the 10" grade may request admission into the &chnical Center if they meet the admission
criteria and it is determined that the student has the maturity to successfully participate in the
Tech Center program.
